HISTORY OF FUTURE ROCKHOUNDS OF AMERICA 
     Rockhounding clubs throughout the Federations have been supporting youth groups for many years. Most clubs have always had young members but often didn't know what sorts of activities to provide for them. Consequently, many youth fell through the cracks. We’re sure no one would argue the fact that we need to ensure the future of our hobby by encouraging our youth. Knowing this, under the direction of AFMS President Bill Cox in 1984, a committee was added to the AFMS called "Junior Clubs." Bill coined the name "Future Rockhounds of America" and designed a certificate to be given to junior clubs becoming members of FRA. It gives pebble pups and juniors the distinction of belonging to something worthwhile. 
     The only requirement for kids to obtain FRA membership is to be a member of a regional federation club with an AFMS affiliation. There are no dues to pay to AFMS. Starting in Fall 2004, Juniors Activities Chair Jim Brace-Thompson developed a free badge program of guided activities to provide youth leaders with 53 individual activities in 9 areas: Rocks & Minerals, Earth Resources, Fossils, Lapidary Arts, Collecting, Showmanship, Communication, Field Trips, and Leadership. In 2008, 6 new areas were added with 32 more activities on Earth Processes, Earth in Space, Gold Panning & Prospecting, Gemstone Lore & Legend, Stone Age Tools & Art, and Rocking on the Computer. Five more badges, and another 32 activities, were added in 2012.  The new badges are: The World in Miniature, Special Effects, Fluorescent Minerals, Reaching across Generations, and Maps. So kids can now earn badges in each of 20 overall areas. Those earning 6 of the 20 badges earn a “Rockhound” badge and those earning all 20 badges receive an AFMS cloisonné pin and become “Rock Stars” as a mark of accomplishment and distinction. Lapidary Classes:  Instituted in February 1973 by Barney Miller.  Club members built the workshop and the OMS Honorary member Bert McIntosh furnished the initial equipment. Classes began in March 1974.  Equipment was donated to the Senior Citizens Organization at that time.  Instructors were Barney Miller and Charles Azevedo. The classes were terminated by the city of Santa Maria in 2000due to Liability issues.  Now we are searching for a new locality for a new workshop..

WILLIAM W. ORCUTT (after whom OMS was named)

     In 1898 the Union Oil Company hired a young geologist and civil engineer named Bill Orcutt as a district Manager.  He toured the area in a springboard wagon carrying food for his mules or horses as well as himself, along with blankets, water and necessary tools.

     Orcutt would camp with the Basque sheepherders and question them on the locations of tar oozing from the hillsides.  His insatiable curiosity drew him to investigate further the 1899 wildcat oil well drilled by Stewart & McFarland in the La Brea Tar Pits.  No oil was found but Orcutt discovered skeletons of many prehistoric animals embedded in the tar, one of the greatest paleontological finds in history.  The find was made on property owned by Captain Alan Hancock, namesake for Alan Hancock College.
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AFMS CODE OF ETHICS

I will fill all excavation holes which may be dangerous to livestock.

I will not contaminate wells, creeks, or other water supplies.

I will cause no willful damage to collecting material and will take home only what I can reasonably use.

I will practice conservation and undertake to utilize fully and well the materials I have collected and will recycle my surplus for the pleasure and benefit of others.

I will support the Rockhound project H.E.L.P. (Help Eliminate Litter Please) and will leave all collecting areas devoid of litter, regardless of how found.

I will cooperate with field-trip leaders and those in designated authority in all collecting areas.

I will report to my club or federation officers, Bureau of Land Management or other authorities, any deposit of petrified wood or other materials on public lands which should be protected for the enjoyment of future generations for public educational and scientific purposes.

I will appreciate and protect our heritage of natural resources.

I will observe the "Golden Rule", will use Good Outdoor Manners and will at all times conduct myself in a manner which will add to the stature and Public Image of Rockhounds everywhere.

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ROCK TYPES are determined by the way they are formed. 

Igneous Rocks solidified from a liquid. 
Extrusive Igneous Rocks solidified on the surface on the earth from Lava.  Examples of these rocks are:  andesite, basalt, obsidian, pumice, rhyolite, scoria and tuff.

Intrusive Igneous Rocks solidified inside the Earth from magma.  Examples of these rocks are:  dacite, diorite, granite, gabbro, pegmatite and peridotite.

Sedimentary Rocks were formed from sediments (cobbles, pebbles, sand, silt, clay and precipitate) that became cemented by physical (compression) or chemical precipitate) means.  Examples of these rocks are:  Conglomerate, sandstone, siltstone, claystone, shale agate, jasper, chert and limestone.  
Metamorphic Rocks formed when existing rocks were subject to additional heat (volcanic eruption) and or pressure (burial).  As a caterpillar metamorphoses (changes) into a butterfly, so do rocks change from one form to another. Examples of these changes in rocks are:  Sandstone to quartzite; shale to (low temperature/pressure form) slate, (medium temperature/pressure form) schist, and (high temperature/pressure form) gneiss; and limestone to marble.

At least 75% of the material shown must be lapidary related, leaving room for some of the attendee makers of jams, jelly and crafts to participate.  A charge of $195.00 is made for each 20’ X 30’ space and $145.00 for 20’ x 25’ space and a 10’ x 24’ is $125.00 rented space.  Dealers remain with their material and are responsible for their own insurance.  All spaces are dry camping only.  Entry to the show is free.  About 2000 people attend our show each year.
